A Regular Meeting of the Aransas Pass City Council was held on Monday, February 15, 2016 in the 
Aransas Pass City Hall, 600 W. Cleveland Blvd., Aransas Pass, Texas  78336.  A notice of the meeting 
was posted 72 hours in advance in accordance with Section 551, Texas Government Code.  Mayor 
Adan Chapa, and Council Members Vickie Abrego, Billy Ellis, Phillip Hyatt and Carrie Scruggs were 
present.  Also present were City Manager Sylvia Carrillo and City Attorney Allen Lawrence. 
 
1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER. 
   
 Mayor Chapa called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm. 
 
2. INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE UNITED STATES FLAG. 

 
Mayor Chapa gave the Invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag. 
 

3. PROCLAMATIONS/PRESENTATIONS: 
 

There were no Proclamation/Presentation items. 
 

4. BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS: 
  
 Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt referred to Items 4a. 
 

a. Zoning Board of Adjustment 
 
City Manager Carrillo stated that there was a vacant position on the board.  She added that Mr. 
Byron McLaughlin has submitted a board application.  
 
A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt to appoint Byron McLaughlin as an Alternate 
Member to the Zoning Board of Adjustment, seconded by Council Member Abrego, and the 
motion carried. 
 

5. CITIZEN COMMENTS: 
 
 There were no citizen comments. 
 
6. CONSENT AGENDA: 

 
Mayor Chapa referred to the Consent Agenda, Items 6a through 6c.  Mayor Chapa added that 
Item 6b, Ordinance No. 2016-4139 will be effective April 1, 2016. 
 

a. Approval of minutes of the Regular Council Meetings of January 18, 2016 meeting. 
b. Ordinance No. 2016-4139, Ordinance of the City of Aransas Pass, Texas repealing Article V, 

Wrecker Service, Sections 28-90 through 28-97, of the Code of Ordinances; adopting a new 
Article V, Wrecker Service, Sections 28-90 through 28-93; pertaining to and regulating wrecker 
service in the City of Aransas Pass; providing a repealer clause; and providing for an effective 
date. 

c. Ordinance No. 2016-4140, Ordinance amending Sec. 9-46 of the Code of Ordinances of the 
City of Aransas Pass, Texas, pertaining to prohibition of use of Fireworks within certain areas 
of the City; providing a repealer clause; and providing for an effective date. 
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A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt to approve Items 6a through 6c, seconded by Council 
Member Abrego, and the motion carried. 
 

7. CONSIDER AND ACT ON CITY MANAGER ITEM(S): 
 
a. Consider and Act on awarding Request for Proposals for Harbor Lighting at Conn Brown Har-

bor and Community Park.  (Item failed) 
 
Ms. Carrillo stated that this item is to award the bid for repairs to the Conn Brown Harbor lighting. 
She added that several bids were received and informed the council that the bid opening was 
conducted in the morning, and that the low bidder was Graybar at $86,079.88.  She stated that 
the City is currently in litigation with the contractor, but that several light fixtures have fallen and 
not in working condition and the City is coming into a busy season and it’s important that lighting 
fixtures are operating.  Ms. Carrillo stated that five bids were submitted, but that two of the bidders 
did not follow the bidding submittal procedures so they were disqualified. 
 
Council members asked questions on where the lights are located; type of the new lights; 
timeframe to install the lights; total amount of bid; lifetime of the new lights; insurance and bond 
information; and cost for each light and what it is included in the repairing of each light.   
 
A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt to award the bid to Graybar, seconded by Council 
Member Ellis; Abrego, Chapa and Scruggs voted “No”.  The item failed to pass. 
 
Council further discussed the type of lighting at the Conn Brown Harbor.  Ms. Carrillo informed 
the council that staff will issue another request for proposals. 
 
b. Consider and Act on request from Aransas Pass Chamber of Commerce for use of Community 

Park aka “Shrimporee Grounds” beginning June 9, 2016 through June 12, 2016, and an al-
lowance for police protection assistance. 

 
Ms. Vega stated that the Chamber is once again requesting the use of the grounds for the annual 
Shrimporee Festival and police protection.  She stated that last year the police protection total 
was approximately $24,000 to $25,000, and expect an increase this year but that the Chamber is 
prepared to cover any excess. 
 
A motion was made by Council Member Ellis to approve Item 7b, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem 
Hyatt, and the motion carried; Abrego abstained. 
 
c. Consider and Act on donation request from Aransas Pass Project Graduation in the amount 

of $5,000, and waive fees for use of the Pool on June 3, 2016. 
 

Ms. Carrillo stated that this item refers to a request for a donation to Aransas Pass Project       
Graduation for $5,000 to assist with their end of the year function, and to waive the fees for the 
pool on the night of the event on June 3, 2016.  Ms. Carrillo stated that she is recommending a 
contribution of $1,500 and to waive the fees for the pool. 
 
A representative from Project Graduation stated that this group is a non-profit organization and 
funded solely through donations.  She explained the purpose of the event, and that every kid that 
attends will receive an award of $25 or $50.  The $5,000 would allow them to change the venue 
for the event.   
 
A motion was made by Council Member Scruggs to fund the request in the amount of $5,000, 
seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt, and the motion carried.  Mayor Chapa abstained. 
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d. Consider and Act on approving a lease agreement with Aransas Pass Little League. 
 
Ms. Carrillo stated that this item was previously tabled and that it is for the renewal of the annual 
lease.  Mr. Justin Cooper, Vice President for the Aransas Pass Little League stated that they 
request renewal of their annual lease agreement.  He added that the City takes care of the lighting 
in the fields. 
 
Ms. Carrillo asked the League if there is still a need for the $5,000 donation, and Mr. Cooper 
stated that there is still a need for assistance.  Ms. Carrillo stated that the request would be placed 
on the next city council agenda. 
 
A motion was made by Council Member Abrego to approve Item 7d for renewal of the lease 
agreement, seconded by Council Member Scruggs, and the motion carried. 
 

8.  CONSIDER AND ACT ON COMMUNITY ENRICHMENT ITEM(S): 
 
 There were no Community Enrichment items. 
 
9. CONSIDER AND ACT ON DEVELOPMENT SERVICE ITEM(S): 
 
 There were no Development Service items. 
 
10. CONSIDER AND ACT ON FINANCE ITEM(S): 
 
 There were no Finance department items. 
 
11. CONSIDER AND ACT ON PUBLIC SAFETY ITEM(S): 
 

a. Consider and Act on approval of the Memorandum of Understanding agreement between 
City of Aransas Pass Police Department and the Texas Transportation Commission for the 
acceptance of a $3,000 grant award. 

 
Mr. Eric Blanchard, Police Chief stated that this item relates to acceptance of a $3,000 grant.  
He stated that this item was previously approved by Council for patrol supplies at Wal-Mart, but 
that the patrol supplies is no longer available at their stores.  He added that the action today 
would allow them to purchase the optical sights for their patrol rifles from the next source, LA 
Police Gear.  
 
A motion was made by Council Member Abrego to approve Item 11a, seconded by Mayor Pro 
Tem Hyatt, and the motion carried. 
 
b. Consider and Act on amending Chapter 18, Article VII, Sex Offender Residence Location 

Restrictions, Section 18-80 through 18-83 of the Code of Ordinance; providing a repealer 
clause; and an effective date. 
 

 Mr. Blanchard stated that this item is to modify the sex offender ordinance to include the follow-
ing:  1) residency restrictions, 2) restricts sex offenders from going into child safety zones, and 
that bus stops is being added to the ordinance, and 3) added a section for sex offenders that 
require residency for a medical condition to be granted by the Police Chief, if verified. 

 
 A motion was made by Council Member Ellis to approve Item 11b, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem 

Hyatt, and the motion carried. 
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12. CONSIDER AND ACT ON INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY ITEM(S): 
 
 There were no Information Technology items. 
 
13. PUBLIC HEARING(S): 
 
 Mayor Chapa referred to the Public Hearings. 
 

a. Public hearing on Final Report of the Charter Review Ad Hoc Committee on Proposed Char-
ter Amendments. 

 
City Attorney Allen Lawrence stated that Item 13a is a public hearing to discuss the Final Report 
of the Charter Review Ad Hoc Committee on the proposed charter amendments.  Ms. Carrillo 
stated that the Committee met over an eight-week period to review the complete Charter and 
they are recommending two charter amendments.  Ms. Carrillo discussed Charter Amendment 
No. 1, and stated that the current contingency appropriation is capped at 3% in the reserved 
fund for emergency situations.  She stated that staff is recommending to change to not less than 
3%.  Next, Ms. Carrillo discussed Charter Amendment No. 2, and stated that this refers to             
Finance Administration on the disbursement of funds.  She added that currently the Charter 
designates either the City Manager, City Secretary or the Municipal Court Judge to sign checks, 
and that Staff recommends changing the required signatures for disbursement of funds from the 
City Depository to be appointed by the City Council. This would allow for checks and balances. 
 
Ms. Carrillo stated that the Committee also recommended adding council education and other 
training requirements in the City’s Municipal Code, but that this would come back to Council at 
a later time.  Mr. Lawrence stated that if the Council approves these charter amendments, they 
will be placed in the next city council election on May 7, 2016. 
 
Daniel Jimenez, 140 N. Arch, asked if there is a limit to stop the withdrawal of monies from the 
fund, and Ms. Carrillo responded that the monies are placed in the Reserve Fund and would 
require council approval to withdraw funds. 
 
There were no further comments.  City Attorney Lawrence declared the public hearing closed. 
 
b. Consider and Act on Resolution No. 2016-773 ordering an election to be held in the City of 

Aransas Pass on May 7, 2016 for the purpose of electing Council Members to Places 2 and 
4 of the City Council of the City of Aransas Pass, Texas, and to provide for consideration of 
amendments to the Charter of the City of Aransas Pass; authorizing a Joint Agreement with 
Aransas County Elections Administrator for the conduct of the election; providing for proce-
dures for holding such election; providing for notice of election and publication; providing for 
establishment of Early Polling Place and designating Election Day Polling Place location; 
providing for a severability clause; and providing an effective date. 

 
Ms. Carrillo stated that this item refers to calling the election for Council Member Places 2 and 
4, and two Charter Amendments. She stated that the City of Aransas Pass will be joining with 
Aransas County for the conduct of the election. 
 
 A motion was made by Council Member Ellis to approve Item No. 13b, seconded by Council 
Member Abrego, and the motion carried. 
 
c. Public hearing on replat application of Plat No. 1602001-P01, Nelson Park Subdivision Unit 

1, Block 1, Lots 1, 2, 3, and 37, 4.798 acres, located north of Nelson Avenue and east of Oak 
Harbor Drive, being a replat of 4.798 acres out of Farmlot No. 8, Landblock 205, Burton and 
Danforth subdivision. 
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City Attorney Lawrence stated that this is a public hearing for a re-plat application at Nelson Park 
Subdivision.  Miguel Saldana, Director of Development Services stated this is a new subdivision 
for single family residences and will be done in three phases.  He added that the Planning and 
Zoning Commission and Staff recommend approval of this re-plat. 
 
There were no comments.  Mr. Lawrence declared the public hearing closed. 
 
d. Consider and Act on replat application of Plat No. 1602001-P01, Nelson Park Subdivision 

Unit 1, Block 1, Lots 1, 2, 3, and 37, 4.798 acres, located north of Nelson Avenue and east 
of Oak Harbor Drive, being a replat of 4.798 acres out of Farmlot No. 8, Landblock 205, 
Burton and Danforth subdivision. 

 
A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt to approve Item 13d, seconded by Council Member 
Ellis, and the motion carried. 

 
e. Public hearing on replat application of Plat No. 1602004-NP01, Fricks First Addition, Block 

4, Lot 8R, 1.036 acres, located east of S. Commercial Street (SH361) and north of E. High-
land Avenue, being a replat of Lots 8 through 20, Block 4, Fricks First Addition. 

 
City Attorney Lawrence stated that this is a public hearing for a re-plat application at Fricks First 
Addition.  Mr. Saldana stated that this is for the development of Rest Haven Funeral Home and 
is located at the corner of Highland and S. Commercial.  He added that the applicant proposes 
to combine 13 lots into 1 lot.  He added that the Planning and Zoning Commission and Staff 
recommend approval of this re-plat.   
 
Council Member Abrego asked if the traffic concern on Commercial has been addressed, and 
Ms. Carrillo responded that TxDOT has given approval.   
 
There were no comments.  Mr. Lawrence declared the public hearing closed. 
  
f. Consider and Act on replat application of Plat No. 1602004-NP01, Fricks First Addition, Block 

4, Lot 8R, 1.036 acres, located east of S. Commercial Street (SH361) and north of E. High-
land Avenue, being a replat of Lots 8 through 20, Block 4, Fricks First Addition. 

 
A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hyatt to approve Item 13f, seconded by Council Member 
Ellis, and the motion carried. 
 

14. CITY MANAGER UPDATE(S): 
 
 Ms. Carrillo stated that she will be meeting with large industry on Friday, and with small industry 

the following Wednesday to discuss industrial district agreements and that as soon as she has 
a workable draft she will forward to council. 

 
15. DEPARTMENT UPDATE(S): 
 

a. Police Department Stats for month of January. 
 
Eric Blanchard, Police Chief provided a report on the statistics for the month of January.  He 
discussed the traffic stops, citations issued, violations cited, arrest, juvenile detentions, and code 
enforcement.  In addition, he reported that in the month of January there were a total of three 
complaints, all external.  Mr. Blanchard also discussed highlights for the month of January for 
the Patrol Division, CID Division, Training Division, EMC Division and the Animal Control Division.   
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16. EXECUTIVE SESSION(S): 
 
 Section 551.074 – Personnel Matters:  Review of Municipal Court Judge. 

 
Mayor Chapa announced that this item will be considered at the next council meeting.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SEC. 28-22 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE 
CITY OF ARANSAS PASS, TEXAS, BY ADDING A NEW SPEED LIMIT PROVISION 

REGARDING A PORTION OF STATE HIGHWAY 35; AND, PROVIDING FOR AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE 

 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARANSAS PASS, 
TEXAS: 

Section 1: At the request of the Texas Department of Transportation, Sec. 28-22 of the 
Code of Ordinances of the City of Aransas Pass is hereby amended to provide that the 
speed limit on a portion of State Highway 35 be established as follows: Sixty-five (65) 
miles per hour northbound on SH 35 from the southern city limits to the northern city limits; 
and, Sixty-five (65) miles per hour southbound on SH 35 from the northern city limits to 
the southern city limits.   

 Section 2: This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its approval and 
passage.

ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 1308, ZONING 
ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING PART III, SECTION 12, OFF-STREET 
PARKING REQUIREMENTS, BY AMENDING THE DIMENSIONS OF A 
PARKING STALL AND THE OFF-STREET LOADING SPACE; 
PROVIDING FOR A REPEALER CLAUSE AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
 WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission has forwarded to the City 
Council its final report and recommendation regarding the amendment to the City of 
Aransas Pass Zoning Ordinance; 
 
 WHEREAS, with proper notice to the public, public hearings were held on 
Monday, January 11, 2016, during a meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission, 
and on Monday, January 18, 2016, during a meeting of the City Council, during which 
all interested persons were allowed to appear and be heard; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that this amendment would best 
serve the public health, necessity, convenience and general welfare of the City of 
Aransas Pass and its citizens. 
 
 BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARANSAS 
PASS, TEXAS: 
 
SECTION 1. The official Zoning Ordinance is amended to state the following. 
 

SECTION 12 
 

OFF-STREET PARKING REQUIREMENTS 
 

-100 TO SECURE SAFETY FROM FIRE, PANIC AND OTHER DANGERS; TO 
LESSEN CONGESTION IN THE STREETS; TO FACILITATE THE ADEQUATE 
PROVISION OF TRANSPORTATION; TO CONSERVE THE VALUE OF 
BUILDINGS; AND TO ENCOURAGE THE MOST APPROPRIATE USE OF 
LAND, MINIMUM OFF-STREET PARKING AND LOADING SHALL BE 
PROVIDED AS SET FORTH IN THE FOLLOWING SCHEDULES AND 
PROVISIONS. 

  
-110 STANDARD PARKING SPACE:  No parking space shall have a width of less 

than ten (10’) feet or a depth of less than twenty (20’) feet.  Drive aisles for two-
way traffic shall have a width of not less than twenty-four (24’) feet.  All drive 
aisles shall be exclusive of any drive-thru lane.  10’ X 20’

-500 OFF-STREET LOADING SPACE SHALL BE PROVIDED ON EACH LOT IN 

ACCORDANCE WITH THE FOLLOWING: 
  
-501 All retail, commercial and industrial structures shall provide and maintain off-

street facilities for the loading and unloading of merchandise and goods within 
the building or on the lot adjacent to a public alley or private service drive.  Such 
space shall not have a width of less than twelve (12’) feet or a depth of less 
than thirty-five (35’) feet consist of a minimum area of ten (10) feet by twenty-
five (25) feet for each twenty thousand (20,000) square feet of floor space or 
fraction thereof in excess of three thousand (3,000) square feet in the building 
or on the lot.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF Aransas Pass, TEXAS; 
 

1.   That the City of Aransas Pass undertake a program to prepare the following planning effort(s): 
Base, Streets, Water, Wastewater, Capital Improvements Program, Parks and Recreation, Zoning, Subdivision, 
and Certifications, Presentations, Reports, and Publications 

 
2.   That the requested amount of TxCDBG funds is a maximum of $55,000. 

 
3. That a Texas Community Development Block Grant Program application for Planning/Capacity Building 

fund is hereby authorized to be filed on behalf of the City with the Texas Department of Agriculture and any 
other appropriate agencies as defined in the regulations. 

 
4. That the City Council directs and designates the Mayor as the City's Chief Executive Officer and Authorized 

Representative to act in all matters in connection with this application and the City's participation in the 
Texas Community Development Block Grant Program. 

 
5. That all funds will be used in accordance with all applicable federal, state, local and programmatic 

requirements including but not limited to procurement, environmental review, and civil rights requirements. 
 

6. That the city commits itself, if funded by Texas Community Development Block Grant Program to 
appropriate $21,745  as matching funds and as a demonstration of its local support to the planning project.

PURPOSE:  
 
The Aransas Pass for Youth is requesting to use the Pool for the Summer Camp 2016 
program.    The request is to utilize the Pool on Tuesday and Friday during the months 
of June and July 2016 beginning on June 14, 2016 and ending on July 29, 2016. 
 
BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:  
 
The use of the pool has been a staple of the Aransas Pass for Youth (APFY) for several 
years. While the city supports youth activities, it’s important for the council to be aware 
of the cost of the program to the residents of AP. Last year, the Aquatic Center 
operated at a loss of more than $300,000.  
 
The expense for the pool in the last budget year was $602,277. As the pool has 
administration overhead year around, removing a partial cost of administration and 
reducing expenses by $200,000 to $402,277 means a cost to provide pool services per 
day is $2,234 ($402,277 divided  by 180 days (6 months of operations)) is equivalent to 
$31,288 in operation costs for the request of APFY ($2,234 x 14 days = $31,288).  
 

 



In addition to the expense, there is revenue that is forgone during those days because 
the pool has a capacity of 300 patrons and the APFY membership is approximately 
225, thereby severely limiting the amount of the general public who can utilize the pool 
on the requested days; therefore revenue cost is $9,450 (225 kids x $3 x 14 days). 
Total cost of the request is $40,738.

The staff has proposed offering the pool to APFY on Tuesdays only. The pool will be 
closed to the general public on Tuesdays which will mitigate the revenue that would be 
forgone to the pool due to APFY use. 
 
Further, only a skeleton crew would be needed on Tuesday’s further reducing the 
expense impact to the pool to approximately $15,644 as opposed to $40,738.

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS: 
The City of Aransas Pass adopted the initial Alarm Systems ordinance on 9/3/2013.  
The purpose of the ordinance was to offset the cost on the city having to respond to 
several false alarm events.  The ordinance management is funded through a permitting 
process and also holds owners of faulty alarm systems responsible through a fee 
schedule.   
 
The State of Texas created a law limiting a municipality’s enforcement of an alarm 
permitting ordinance.  The recommendation within this agenda item incorporates those 
few changes.

Sec. 18-61. - Permit required; application, transferability, false statements.  

(a) A person commits an offense if he operates or causes to be operated an alarm system without first 
obtaining a permit from the director. A separate permit is required for each type of alarm notification 
capable of being emitted from each alarm site.  

(b) Any person with an alarm system on the effective date of this article must apply for a permit within 
sixty (60) days of installation of the system or after the effective date of this article.  

(c) Upon receipt of the required fee and completed application form, the director shall issue a permit 
unless there is cause to believe the equipment responsible for initiating an alarm will not be maintained 
and operated in accordance with this article or the applicant will not comply with each provision of this 
article.  

(d) Each permit application must contain the name, address and telephone number of the individual or 
alarm user representative who will be the permit holder and will be responsible for the proper 
maintenance and operation of the alarm system and payment of fees or charges levied under this 
article.  

(e) An alarm permit cannot be transferred to another person. However, the individual designated to 
respond to an alarm or relay an alarm may be changed. A permit holder shall inform the director in 
writing of any change that alters information listed on the permit application. No fee will be assessed 
for such changes.  

(f) Any false statement or misrepresentation of a material fact made by an applicant for the purpose of 
obtaining an alarm permit or renewal, or while making a change thereto, shall be sufficient cause for 
refusal to grant or suspension of a permit., and may result in criminal charges.  

 

Sec. 18-63. - Fee for permit; duration, renewal.  

(a) Residential alarm permits: A nonrefundable fee of thirty-fivethirty-five dollars ($3535.00) per year is 
required for the first permit. TheAny additionally required permits in combination with the initial permit 
shall require a nonrefundable fee of twenty dollars ($20.00) per type of alarm notification permit 
required. A permit is issued for one (1) year and must be renewed each annuallyyear thereafter by 
payment of the stated permit fees. It is the responsibility of the permit holder to pay the renewal fee 
prior to the expiration date. The director has the prerogative of determining the first initial expiration 
date, however, which shall not be less than one year from the permits date of issuance. This initial 
period shall be no less than one (1) nor more than two (2) years from the date of issuance of the 
permit.  

(b) Business alarm permits: A nonrefundable fee of sixty ninety-five dollars ($6095.00) per year is required 
for each permit. The permit must be renewed annually thereafter by payment of the stated permit fees. 
It is the responsibility of the permit holder to pay the renewal fee prior to the expiration date. The 
director has the prerogative of determining the initial expiration date, which shall not be less than one 
year from the permits date of issuance.Any additionally required permits in combination with the initial 
permit shall require a nonrefundable fee of thirty-five dollars ($35.00) per type of alarm notification 
permit required. A permit is issued for one (1) year and must be renewed each year thereafter by 
payment of the stated permit fee. It is the responsibility of the permit holder to pay the renewal fee 
prior to the expiration date. The director has the prerogative of determining the first expiration date, 
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however. This initial period shall be no less than one (1) nor more than two (2) years from the date of 
issuance of the permit.  

(c) Government alarm permits: There are no fees or permitting requirements for ISD facilities or facilities 
owned and primarily controlled by the City of Aransas Pass, Texas. These entities shall keep an 
application on file and current from year to year.  

 

Sec. 18-64. - Service charge.  

(a) If within the preceding any twelve-month period three (3) false alarm notifications are emitted from an 
alarm site, the director shall assess the permit holder in control of that alarm site a fee of:  

(1) Fifty dollars ($50.00) for the fourth (4th) and fifth (5th) subsequent false alarm notification emitted 
from the site, or  

(2) Seventy-five dollars ($75.00) for the sixth (6th) and seventh (7th) subsequent false alarm 
notification emitted from the site, or  

(3) One hundred dollars ($100.00) for the eighth (8th) and each subsequent false alarm notification 
emitted from the site.  

(b) The director shall assess the permit holder of a robbery alarm notification a fee of eighty-fiveone-
hundred dollars ($85100.00) for each false robbery alarm notification emitted from the alarm site.  

(c) A permit holder shall pay a fee assessed under this section within thirty (30) days after receipt of notice 
that it has been assessed.  

(d) The permit holder will be exempt from any fee charged for a false alarm notification which is later 
shown to have been justified or which was due to a natural or man-made catastrophe or other situation 
specifically exempted by the director.  

When a permits are is renewed, the preceding twelve-month false alarm clock resets.  each permit holder 
will start over again with no false alarms to be carried over into the next twelve-month period from the 
previous period for which the permit was issued.  

Failure to pay a specified fee is a violation of this article and could result in criminal charges.  

 

Sec. 18-65. - Reporting of alarm signals.  

A permit holder shall not report his alarm signals through a relaying intermediary that does not meet 
the requirements of this article and any rules and regulations promulgated by the director, is not licensed 
by the Texas Board of Private Investigators and Private Security Agencies, under Chapter 1702 of the 
Texas Occupations Code, or is not the owner of the property.  

Violation of this section is an offense punishable by fine of up to $250.00.   

 

Sec. 18-69. - Suspension of permit; offense to operate.  

(a) The director may suspend or refuse to renew an alarm system permit for any violation of this article.  

(b) The director may suspend or refuse to renew an alarm permit if an alarm system generates ain 
excessive excess of eight (8)number of false alarm notifications in a twelve-month period. In each 
respective category, an excessive number shall be:  

(1) Ten (10) false burglar alarms; Formatted: list0
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(2) Five (5) false robbery alarms. 

(c) A suspension may be lifted upon a sufficient showing that the conditions which caused the action have 
been corrected and if the director determines that the alarm system is likely to be maintained and 
operated in a responsible manner in accordance with the provisions of this article.  

(d) A person commits an offense if he operates an alarm system during a period of suspension or after 
the director refuses to renew his or her permit.

(a) If within the preceding any twelve-month period three (3) false alarm notifications are emitted from an 
alarm site, the director shall assess the permit holder in control of that alarm site a fee of:  

(1) Fifty dollars ($50.00) for the fourth (4th) and fifth (5th) subsequent false alarm notification emitted 
from the site, or  

(2) Seventy-five dollars ($75.00) for the sixth (6th) and seventh (7th) subsequent false alarm 
notification emitted from the site, or  

(3) One hundred dollars ($100.00) for the eighth (8th) and each subsequent false alarm notification 
emitted from the site.  

(b) The director shall assess the permit holder of a robbery alarm notification a fee of eighty-fiveone-
hundred dollars ($85100.00) for each false robbery alarm notification emitted from the alarm site.  

(c) A permit holder shall pay a fee assessed under this section within thirty (30) days after receipt of notice 
that it has been assessed.  

(d) The permit holder will be exempt from any fee charged for a false alarm notification which is later 
shown to have been justified or which was due to a natural or man-made catastrophe or other situation 
specifically exempted by the director.  

When a permits are is renewed, the preceding twelve-month false alarm clock resets.  each permit holder 
will start over again with no false alarms to be carried over into the next twelve-month period from the 
previous period for which the permit was issued.  

Failure to pay a specified fee is a violation of this article and could result in criminal charges.  

 

Sec. 18-65. - Reporting of alarm signals.  

A permit holder shall not report his alarm signals through a relaying intermediary that does not meet 
the requirements of this article and any rules and regulations promulgated by the director, is not licensed 
by the Texas Board of Private Investigators and Private Security Agencies, under Chapter 1702 of the 
Texas Occupations Code, or is not the owner of the property.  

Violation of this section is an offense punishable by fine of up to $250.00.   
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Sec. 18-66. - Proper alarm system operation and maintenance.  

(a) A permit holder shall:  

(1) Cause an adjustment to be made to the sensory mechanism of his alarm system in order to 
suppress false indications; and,  

(2) Maintain premises containing an alarm system in a manner that ensures proper operation of the 
alarm system.  

(b) A person in control of a local alarm shall:  

(1) Adjust the mechanism so that the alarm signal will sound for not longer than thirty (30) minutes 
after being activated; or  

(2) Provide personnel who will within thirty (30) minutes after being notified by the city, to reset the 
alarm system and provide access to the premises.  

 

Sec. 18-67. - Manual reset required.  

A person in control of a local alarm or an alarm system that causes an alarm notification to be sent 
directly to the city shall adjust or cause the adjustment of the mechanism so that upon activation of the 
system, the system shall transmit only one (1) alarm signal and will not transmit another alarm signal without 
first being manually reset.  

 

Sec. 18-68. - Inspection.  

Upon reasonable notification, the director, or his designated representative, may inspect an alarm site 
and alarm system of a permit holder.  

 

Sec. 18-69. - Suspension of permit; offense to operate.  

(a) The director may suspend or refuse to renew an alarm system permit for any violation of this article.  

(b) The director may suspend or refuse to renew an alarm permit if an alarm system generates ain 
excessive excess of eight (8)number of false alarm notifications in a twelve-month period. In each 
respective category, an excessive number shall be:  

(1) Ten (10) false burglar alarms; 

(2) Five (5) false robbery alarms. 

(c) A suspension may be lifted upon a sufficient showing that the conditions which caused the action have 
been corrected and if the director determines that the alarm system is likely to be maintained and 
operated in a responsible manner in accordance with the provisions of this article.  

(d) A person commits an offense if he operates an alarm system during a period of suspension or after 
the director refuses to renew his or her permit.  

 

Sec. 18-70. - Appeal from denial or suspension of a permit.  
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(a) If the director refuses to issue or renew a permit, or suspends a permit, the director shall send to the 
applicant or permit holder by certified mail, return receipt requested, written notice of the director's 
action and a statement of the right to appeal. The applicant or permit holder may appeal the decision 
of the director to the city manager by filing with the city manager a written request for a hearing, setting 
forth the reasons for the appeal, within ten (10) days after receipt of the notice of the director. The filing 
of a request for an appeal hearing with the city manager stays an action of the director in suspending 
a permit until the city manager makes a final decision. If a request for an appeal hearing is not made 
within the ten-day period, the action of the director is final.  

(b) The city manager shall serve as hearing officer at an appeal hearing and consider evidence offered 
by interested persons. The formal rules of evidence do not apply at an appeal hearing; the hearing 
officer shall make his decision on the basis of a preponderance of the evidence presented at the 
hearing. The hearing officer must render a decision within thirty (30) days after the request for an 
appeal hearing is filed. The hearing officer shall affirm, reverse or modify the action of the director, and 
hearing officer's decision is final unless the applicant or permit holder files a written request with the 
city council for a hearing within ten (10) days after the receipt of notice of the action of the hearing 
officer. A written request to the city council stays the action of the hearing officer in suspending a permit 
until the city council renders a final decision.  

(c) If a request for an appeal hearing with the city council is filed within the ten-day period, the city council 
shall hear and consider evidence offered by any interested person. The formal rules of evidence do 
not apply to an appeal hearing before the city council. The city council shall decide the appeal on the 
basis of preponderance of the evidence presented at the hearing. The city council shall affirm, reverse 
or modify the action of the hearing officer by a majority vote; failure to reach a majority decision on a 
motion shall leave the hearing officer's decision unchanged. The result of an appeal hearing before 
the city council is final.  

 

Sec. 18-71. - Indirect alarm reporting.  

A person who is engaged in the business of relaying alarm notifications to the city shall:  

(1) Send notification of an alarm to the city by a human operator; 

(2) Keep his business premises locked and secured at all times; 

(3) Allow an inspection of his business premises by the director at any time; 

(4) Report alarms only over a special telephone number, or numbers, designated by the director; and  

(5) Send alarm notifications to the city in a manner and form determined by the director. 

 

Sec. 18-72. - Direct alarm reporting.  

A permit holder whose alarm system transmits automatic alarm notifications, other than alarm 
notifications from financial institutions, directly to the city over the normal telephone system shall:  

(1) Transmit in the form and content specified by the director; 

(2) Transmit over special telephone lines designed for such use; 

(3) Upon request, furnish the director with satisfactory copies of the alarm operation procedures, 
maintenance procedures and up-to-date circuit diagram of the components of the alarm system; 
and  

(4) Furnish the name, address and telephone number of an alarm company licensed by the Texas 
Board of Private Investigators and Private Security Agencies, and responsible on a twenty-four-
hour, seven-day-a-week basis for correcting any malfunction that may occur.  
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Sec. 18-73. - Protection of financial institutions.  

(a) A financial institution required to have an alarm system pursuant to the provisions of the Bank 
Protection Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C., Section 1882) may install, with the permission of the chief of police, 
a signal line directly to the police department for the purpose of reporting burglaries and robberies. If 
such an arrangement is made, all other requirements of this article must be met. The financial 
institution shall execute a letter of agreement with the city permitting the installation of all necessary 
equipment on an indicator panel monitored in the communications division of the police department. 
The installation must be accomplished at the institution's expense.  

(b) The financial institution, at its expense, shall make arrangements to provide service for the alarm 
system at the instance of the financial institution or the chief of police on twenty-four-hour basis, seven 
(7) days a week. In no event shall the city become liable for service charges for repairs and 
maintenance of any such signaling device.  

(c) The financial institution shall pay an annual fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) for each indicator. 
The police chief shall have the right, at reasonable times and upon oral notice, to inspect the alarm 
system at the alarm site and require necessary repairs or improvements. If the police chief finds that 
the alarm system continually fails to operate or be operated to his satisfaction, he may terminate the 
privilege to have equipment and indicators in the communications center of the police department and 
require prompt removal of same at the expense of the financial institution.  

(d) The financial institution may cancel its agreement with the city at any time by giving the city written 
notice through the chief of police, whereupon such institution, at its expense, shall have its equipment 
and indicators promptly removed from the monitor panel in the communications center.  

(e) The police chief has the right to require any change, modernization or consolidation of alarm signaling 
equipment that he deems advisable. In no event shall the city become liable for such changes.  

(f) Instead of a direct line, a financial institution may choose to report burglaries and robberies by 
transmission through an alarm reporting service using a telephone number designated by the chief of 
police.  

 

Sec. 18-74. - Violations; corporations, partnerships and associations.  

(a) A person commits an offense if he violates by commission or omission any provision of this article that 
imposes upon him a duty or responsibility.  

(b) In addition to prohibiting or requiring certain conduct of individuals, it is the intent of this article to hold 
a corporation, partnership or other association criminally responsible for acts or omissions performed 
by an agent acting in behalf of the corporation, partnership or other association, and within the scope 
of his employment.  

 

Sec. 18-75. - Punishment.  

A person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this article shall upon commission be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be subject to a fine not to exceed the sum of two hundred and fifty dollars 
($250.00) for each offense and each day such violation continues committed or permitted shall constitute 
a separate offense.

5. In General Notes, add a note stating that all lettered lots will be owned and 
maintained by the homeowners association and no habitable structures 
will be permitted. 

6. A preliminary storm water drainage plan must be submitted showing 
approximate run-off quantities, path of run-off and its ultimate outfall 
facility. 

7. Preliminary plat shows 2 areas where it appears that the run-off will be 
onto private property which is unacceptable. 

8. Drainage report must comply with Section II Drainage of the City’s 
adopted Standards Manual. 

9. In accordance with Section IV – Water and Wastewater, 3.a.9 of the City’s 
adopted Standards Manual, fire hydrants in single-family residential areas 
must be spaced at 500 feet on-center as the “hose lay.” 

10. Informational:  The fire hydrants should be connected to the 8-inch 
waterline where available, i.e., Safe Harbor Circle & South Bay Boulevard 
and Big Bayou Bend & South Bay Boulevard. 

11. Temporary turn-around easement must have a minimum radius of 50 feet 
and must be paved.  Correct the preliminary plat or remove the turn-
around. 

12. Only one (1) 8-inch waterline is necessary in W. Deberry Avenure at S. 
Avenue A. 

13. Informational:  Recommend the waterline for Phase 1 be looped through 
Phase 2.  Dead end waterlines are not permitted unless a metered 
automatic flusher is placed at the end of the dead end waterline. 

14. Currently there is no waterline on W. Highland Avenue in front of Phase 4.  
Nearest waterline to Phase 4 is on S. Avenue A at W. Highland Avenue.  
Indicate an 8-inch waterline extending east from Phase 4 to the 10-inch 
waterline on S. Avenue A.

C. TEXT AMENDMENT 
a. Amendment to SECTION 10, Subsection 200 – Schedule of 
Uses, by removing RV (Recreational Vehicle) as a conditional use 
in all residential districts; providing for a repealer clause and an 
effective date. 

 
 
PURPOSE: 
To amend the Zoning Ordinance in order to remove RV (recreational vehicle) as a 
conditional use in all residential districts. 
 
BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS: 
In 2014, the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended and the City Council 
approved an amendment to the Zoning Use Chart that would remove manufactured 
home use as the primary use from all zoning districts within the City with the exception 
of manufactured housing districts and by way of a conditional use permit in the “R-7B” 
single-family residential district. 
 
While this ordinance amendment addressed Use 9 – Manufactured Home, it did not 
address Use 10 – RV or Recreational Vehicle. The Zoning Use Chart currently allows 
RVs by way of a conditional use permit in the following zoning districts: “AG”, “R-16”, 
“R-10”, “R-7A”, and “R-7B”. It is a permitted primary use in the “MH” district. Staff is 
presenting a further amendment today to remove the conditional use allowances in the 
single-family residential districts “R-16”, “R-10”, “R-7A” and “R-7B.” The proposed 
amendment is attached for review. 
 

 



This item was discussed before the Planning & Zoning Commission at its regular March 
14 meeting as presented above. The commission discussed keeping the conditional use 
allowances in residential areas due to the hardship clause within the zoning ordinance 
(Section 400 Conditional Use Permits, Subsection -419). 
 
Mr. Daniel Jimenez affirmed that the commission’s discussion that allowing RVs in a 
hardship condition was correct but was concerned that removing RVs from residential 
zoning would affect Southern Oaks, which is a planned development.  
 
Mrs. Grace Chapa asked if she would have to remove her RV that was parked on her 
property. The commission replied no. She also voiced her support to keeping the RV 
conditional use 
 
Commissioner Barker made a motion to deny the recommendation. Commissioner 
Sweatt seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously with Commissioner 
Moore being absent. 
 
ALTERNATIVES: 
Deny the proposed amendment. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends following Planning & Zoning recommendation.

SECTION 3.  This ordinance shall be effective upon approval and passage.

Highlights for Month: 
 
Patrol Division – Capt. David Wood 

 On 02/29/2016, while investigating numerous vehicle burglaries, officers located 
property from at least 6 different victims and the property was released back to the victims.  
As part of this investigation, a total of eight vehicle burglaries were identified and one stolen 
vehicle was recovered and returned to owner.  Six of the victims received the majority of 
their stolen property back.  

 On 02/23/2016, Officers responded to a vehicle burglary report and located and detained a 
suspect.  The suspect was linked to 2 burglaries and some property from these victims, 
and possibly other victims, was recovered.  This investigation resulted in the suspect being 
charged with 2 felony charges due to his prior criminal history.  

 On 02/17/2016, the code enforcement officer, assisted by patrol officers, arrested two 
suspects for felony Possession of Methamphetamine in excess of 9 grams, and seized 
734 dollars in cash.   This investigation began as a contact for possible illegal dumping.   

 On 02/23/2016, a patrol officer made an arrest for felony Possession of 
Methamphetamine in excess of 7 grams as a result of a traffic stop made while 
patrolling.   

 Patrol has completed the initial contacts and documenting of these efforts on the 254 North 
13 St. and 1304 W. Lott Avenue locations as part of the enhanced patrol efforts.  They have 
begun focusing their efforts on the 250 S. 13th St. neighborhood.  The officers have been 
making contacts with residents and have almost completed the initial notifications in this 
area.        

 Patrol officers conducted 8 Sex Offender Compliance Checks this month. 
 Patrol officers responded to 15 minor crashes, 3 hit & run crashes, 2 major crashes, and 2 

auto pedestrian crashes. 
 Patrol officers responded to 32 animal control call incidents. 
 The patrol division filed 22 cases for prosecution during the month of February.  The 

offenses included 18 Class A and Class B misdemeanors and 5 felonies.       
 
    
CID Division – Capt. Kyle Rhodes 

 Taylor Mill was sentenced to twenty five years in federal prison. He solicited a Federal 
Agent posing as an eleven year old girl. Capt. Kyle Rhodes gave testimony on a prior AP 
case which the prosecutor attributes for Mills receiving a heavier sentence. 

 Lawrence Mireles lost his appeal for his role in Jenna Hernandez’s murder.  He now 
must complete his sixty year prison sentence. 

 Daniel Billman “Babysitter Rapist” is facing 50 years in federal prison. He will be 
sentenced in March. All AP detectives were asked to testify in federal court for the case 
against Billman. 

 Aransas County investigators located a large amount of stolen property on Shaver Road. 
Much of the Rhodes Street burglary property was recovered. The property owner estimated 
seventy percent of his property was returned. 

 Detectives obtained a warrant against Ryan Reed for burglary. He is suspected for 
committing numerous burglaries in Aransas Pass. Detectives found and arrested him at the 
Executive Inn and then ran a subsequent search warrant at the location. Several items of 
stolen property were recovered and linked to various burglaries. He and Kasey Shetters 
were both arrested, charged with several offenses, had their felony probation revoked. 

 Detectives found that one subject had lied to police about a shooting.  The subject was 
arrested after revealing to police had actually shot himself. He was charged with 
filing a false report. 

 Detectives obtained warrants for Michael Geisert (arrested) and Marcel Howard for 
enhanced theft charges. 

 Detectives obtained a warrant for and arrested Carl Cavallin for aggravated robbery.
